@ BATTERY REPLACEMENT

Open the battery cover (4). Insert 4xAA batteries. Observe polarity.
Remove the batteries if the unit will not be used for a long period. The
battery can be corroded or discharged over long periods.

@ BEFORE USAGE

Protect your tool against humidity and direct direct sunlight. Before turn-
ing on the measuring tool, keep the sensor area dry (2). Dry the measuring
tool if necessary. In case of large temperature fluctuations, before switch-
ing on the tool should be allowed to stand until the temperature is even.
Place the sensor area to the test surface. Press and hold On button (1).
When all LED lights (3) will flash and go out, the tool has been calibrated.
Now it is ready for operation.

NOTE: Do not release On button untill the detection finishes. Repeat the
calibration when move to another surface.

@ @ @OBJECT DETECTION

Move the tool on the test surface to detect an object. Do not remove the
sensor area from the surface. When the device approaches the object, the
green LED indicators light up.

NOTE: In the case of live object, the device will emit sound signal and the
LED light will flash red.

Move the tool towards LED light. The object will be in the middle of sensor
area, when the middle LED lights flash. Intermittent signal sounds and the
middle LED light flickers if there are live wires.
